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A nice re-entry which does not appear to have been published before was kindly brought to my
attention recently by Lt.-Col. H. C. Mason.

It is to be found on the 1¢ King George issue of 1952 (S.G. 136) and occurs on stamp No. 45, i.e.,
the 5th stamp of the bottom row, the sheets being of five rows of ten stamps.

The re-entry is visible as a duplication of the horizontal lines of the whole lower part of the stamp
below the level of the base of the tower. The shift of the transfer roll was evidently vertically
downward, with the result that only the horizontal lines are affected. This can be seen in the lower
lines of shading of the sky, the sea, the shadow lines below "1" and "CENT", the lettering
"SOMBRERO LIGHTHOUSE" and "VIRGIN ISLANDS". The thickened appearance of the two lines
at the bottom is also quite noticeable.

The re-entry occurs on all sheets seen, including some from the first printing.

UP TO DATE

Beware Forgeries

It was inevitable that the crude workmanship of the surcharge, combined with the high premium
over face value of this stamp, would invite the swift action of the forgers, an event for which
stamp dealers were well prepared. Some specimens which do not conform to the appearance of
those known to have come from the Trinidad Post Office have now come on the market and in
the absence of proof to the contrary must be assumed to be forgeries.

The originals, although poorly printed, have certain characteristics which make them more
difficult to imitate than would at first appear. We will confine ourselves to describing those
differences which can readily be seers and which are sufficient to put collectors on their guard.

The main features, as shown in the illustration, are:

1 GENUINE Height of letters; under 2% mm The letters are squat in shape, more
noticeably the "E"s and the "N"s. The "E"s have long, thin arms.

1 FORGERY - Height of letters; about 2% mm The "N"s and "E"s have a taller appearance
and all their strokes are of even thickness.

It is clear that the forgery has been printed from a fount of type which is not found in any part of
the genuine setting.

Our publishers, foreseeing the need, took the pre-caution of placing their guarantee mark on all
specimens sold by them.

Quantities

Official letter from the Ministry of Communications and Works and Public Utilities, Port of Spain,
Trinidad, states that due to the extreme shortage of the 1c stamp an overprint was done, and these
overprints were put on sale on the 20th of December, for 5% hours. The sale of this overprint was
restricted to Port of Spain, General Post Office only, the total printing was 540,000 2c stamps
overprinted of which a total of 81,840 stamps were sold to the general public. The balance of
458,160 were destroyed except for a small number for official records.

Commonwealth News Letter

by J. E. Metcatfe

| was sorry that | could not keep my comments back a few days longer last month, for on the 13th
of February the Crown Agents were making two releases. Incidentally, it should be explained, that
though certain dates of release are given in the Crown Agents Bulletin each month, stamps are
not actually sent out until the following day, and then a couple of more elapse before they come
into my possession.

Anyhow the two releases referred to were for Bermuda, 2/6 and 10/- and Ceylon 4c and 5c. The
latter can be dismissed in a couple of words, for there was no change, but the Bermuda release
produced one of the most outstanding shades, which will go into the Common-wealth Catalogue.
The first printing of the 10/- was of a quite dark blue, but this has now been replaced by a printing,
where we get a light greyish blue, resulting in a shade variety about as distinct as they ever come.
As | have already remarked, it will be catalogued, and no other shade is more worthy of y a place.
It is said that no two pair of eyes see quite alike, which is the reason why | appointed a panel of
expert philatelists, to pass judgment on all Crown Agents releases, and to give their findings in the
Commonwealth courier. This feature is becoming more popular every day, for there was a real
need of something of the kind. What good is it to be told that such and such a stamp is lighter or
darker, etc.? The information wanted by those who cannot see new printings, is to what extent
there is the difference. If a different shade, is it good enough to be worthwhile taking up?

Anyhow the panel given an "A" to the latest Bermuda 10/- which means catalogue. The next
release was on the 20th February. This time it was Somaliland 5c, 10c, 15c, 20c, 30c, 35c, 50c
and Swaziland 3d Not much here, though the latter stamp is rather a nice shade, with the frame
having run from a rose-red to rose-carmine. The panel has given it a "B" (Worth Catalogue
consideration) but | have not yet made up my mind about it. As for Somaliland, the 30c was the
best of this lot, being of a deeper brown somewhat, but we can dismiss this release.

Not so the two West Indian releases of the 27th. First there was a printing of the %c, 4c, 60, 120
and 14c values for Dominica. The latter four were just as before, but the %2c showed considerable
shade difference, for not only was the brown lighter, but there was a certain amount of yellow in
the make up. Another "B" classification.

Finally we come to St. Vincent, four values were reprinted, 1c, 5c, 25c and $1. We can ignore three
of them, but the 25c is a nice shade indeed. A good "A". The original printing was of a deep sepia,
but this has changed to black-sepia, and you will certainly see this variety in the next
Commonwealth edition.

This concludes the new printings for this month, but | would like to comment on an article which
appeared in the March West End Philatelist, on the Antigua King George VI set. The editor of this
very fine house organ, reviewed the printings of the various values, and he had an important
comment to make about the 1%d. According to the Two Reigns, there are only two shades. The red-
brown and the lake-brown. In the Commonwealth you get three and in this order chocolate, lake-
brown and red-brown. The lake-brown is catalogued at several shillings, and this is what many
collectors have paid for the relatively common red-brown which is being sold as the real thing. The
first printing was not red-brown, but the last printing was, and collectors are warned not to be
palmed off with the last printing which, as | have stated, is being sold for the real thing.

Since my last notes, there have been plenty of happenings, which have kept collectors of British
Commonwealth stamps of today, really on their toes, and from what | hear there will be no peace yet
awhile.

Malaya has been well in the picture, for after it was believed that there would only be a single set to
replace the eleven at present current, along came the news that apart from four values which all the
States would use, they would have individual sets as well. The designs would be the same, but the
portraits, (except Negri Semblian, which does not believe in depicting human beings, pity others do
not follow suit) would be those of the respective rulers.

Already the four National Stamps are out, and the corresponding values in what were the current
sets are now off sale. More than one writer has referred to these Malayan stamps, how popular they
had become and | think the reason was that there were many outstanding shades (which collectors



in the main like) and this did the trick. Anyhow what-ever the reason the stamps are popular, and |
took care to list the shades in the Commonwealth Catalogue.

The Great 'Britain stamps overprinted for Morocco Agencies, and the Persian Gulf, have also been
in the picture. It will take time for all these to be sorted out, but without a doubt some of the stamps
which only had a life of a week or two, will prove good property indeed. As is known, the Tangier set
was overprinted Tangier 1857-1957 to commemorate the centenary of the British Post Office in that
city. Early releases of the 2/6, 5/- and 10/- values had one stamp (second on the ninth row) with the
hyphen between the dates missing.

The Post Office in London, which was supplying the stamps, soon got on to it, and the omission was
corrected. Even in Tangier itself, the stamps with the variety, were held back. Sets in blocks of four
are being offered at fancy money, though | very much doubt if they will prove worth what is being
asked.

Yet more excitement has come from the overprinted set for Ghana. Within a day or two of it being
placed on sale, the Crown Agents were sold out of the 10/- value. More were ordered from Ghana,
and these were also cleared in quick style. | hear that the new Dominion refuses to send any more,
and another printing is on order, but it will take some time for it to be ready. It& not just a case of
overprinting, the stamps themselves will have to be printed as well, and already the 2/- and 10/-are
off sale in London. There is no need to panic, and if fancy prices are asked, they had better be left
alone, for sooner or later further supplies will become available. Incidentally, there is no danger of
the colour of the overprint being changed. At present it is black on a black background, but it will
remain thus.

New Zealand has not been without its limelight. Supplies of the 1/3d value arrived recently in dark
blue and yellow, instead of black and yellow (it has just been discovered how scarce the 3/6 on 3/6
is, of the same "ARMS" type) and how we hear that the change was not authorized, and the printing
concerned was only a small one, which will not be repeated. These blue and yellows are not easy to
spot’, for the blue used is so deep. There may be one or two knocking about which have not been
noticed.

At long last there is official news about the new Zanzibar set. It has been known for some time that
one was being printed, but only now are we told officially. | hear it will be out in about three months.
It will be pictorial and of the same values as the current set.

A word about the Trinidad 1¢ "Provisional” is called for in view of the incorrect figures, which have
been given prominence, regarding the number overprinted and sold. We read that 60,000 copies
were overprinted and 10,000 copies not sold. | never believed this story, and now | am told officially
that not only were over half a million overprinted but 81,000 were sold. The balance we are told
were destroyed in February, but once the stamps were on sale, and with so many available, | cannot
understand why such efforts were made to limit the sale, for it meant that collectors overseas, who
buy the bulk of Trinidad stamps, have had to pay through the nose to get any.

Finally, I hope you got a copy of the latest printing of the Bermuda 10/- which | have already
mentioned. | read where it was suggested that the shade difference might come from the fact that
the plates had not been cleaned well. Don't think | have ever heard such nonsense, in connection
with stamps. Just compare the original printing with the latest to see for yourselves.

Regarding West Indian stamps, does anyone know if one set will replace those now current when
Federation comes? My bet is that all the Colonies will want their own, as did the Malayan States.

B.W.I. Auction Of The Caspary Collection

The ninth sale of the famous Caspary collection went on auction at H. R. Harmer Inc., New York
on May 14th and 15th, and realized $89,859:00 (£32,092). Some of the most outstanding items
were the wonderful lot of British Guianas. The top price of the sale was paid for beautiful copy of
the 1856 Typeset 4¢ black on blue tied on a piece for $7,000 (Catalogue valuation $4,000 see
illustration). Of the same issue the 4¢ black on magenta brought $1,600 (Catalogue $600).

Among the 1850 cotton reels the 4c¢ black on orange cut into on small piece sold for $1,300
(Catalogue $4,000). The famous Bermuda Post Master Provisional prepared by W. B. Perot the
Post Master of Hamilton between 1848 and 1854 which catalogued $3,000 brought $4,200 and

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Jamaica -- How Do You Spell Savanna-La-Mar?

What's in the spelling of a name? Well, when it comes to a certain town on the south shore of
Jamaica, everything. After consulting various authorities, | feel hesitant even to mention the name of
the town, for to do so involves spelling it - and which way should | spell it?

Let's out the Gordian knot and rely on the official JAMAICA Post Office Guide of January, 1952. In
that repository of bureaucratic wisdom, the town before which | hesitate is spelled Savanna-la-Mar.

Am | now permitted to begin to confuse you? For when | turn to the Jamaica Automobile
Association's splendid map of the island, what do | find? Savanna La Mar. No hyphens! The same
excellent map carries a small inset, where it's spelled Savannalamar. No less!

Let us now turn to the Advanced Atlas of the great Bartholomew of Glasgow, the Empire's
acknowledged authority on Empire names. There is it Savanna La Mar. Then | consult the U. S.
authority, the old Century Atlas, where it appears as Savanna-la-Mar. Then to the children's superb
encyclopedia, the World Book, which says its Savannala-Mar. Are you confused? Nave another rum
(hyphen or no hyphen?) collins, for we've just started.

Let us now enter the philatelic holy-of-holies, the postmarks which Jamaica itself has used for its
most misspelled town. And what do we find as the first postmark ever used?

Turn to the excellent Jamaica Handbook (Collett-Edwards-Morton-Nicholson) and what do we see
illustrated on page 187 but SAVLAMAR, the first type of town mark used on the island. But the
Handbook notes, Page 190, that Type 1 appears as Savanna-La-Mar, as well as type 2 and
presumably Type 3. 'the first post town postmark, P- in to the hand-book sees a shift in spelling to
SAVANNAH-LA-MAR (first appearance of the "h") from 1840 to 1849.

The Handbook notes the P4 single ring postmark SAVANNA-LA-MAR, dated 1865 (page 195), and
this spelling persists in single-rings through 1884 and 1891 on marks | have seen. But hold on, for in
1885 | have a single-ring SAV-LA-MAR.

Permit me to continue to confound everybody. SAVANNALAMAR (no hyphens whatsoever) appears
in a double-ring in 1893 and 1895. And then we have SAVANNAH-LA-MAR, double-ring, from 1910
to 1919 on stamps | have seen.

On current postmarks, I've seen SAV-LA-MAR, 1950 to date, on Type 11, and SAVLAMAR since
1949 on the same type. Also SAVANNA-LA-MAR since 1954 on the new double-rings (Nb).

Just in case you feel a little uncertain by now on how to spell the town's name, let me refer you to
some registry labels. For example, on a 1950 cover we see SAVANAH-LA MAR (one "n" and one
hyphen); then in 1953, SAVANAH-LA-MAR; and then, to and behold, in 1955 we run across
Savannala Mar, which must hold some record for originality.

Just in case we're not sufficiently obfuscated, permit me to close this exercise in orthographic
anarchy with these quotations from our own Mr. Aguilar, listing postmarks in the B.W.I. Philatelist:

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The Fiscal Stamps Of Jamaica

A priced Check List by Adolph Koeppel.

Stanley Gibbons has for years listed three of the earlier types of Jamaica fiscals. Justification for
their listing in a postage catalogue is made in small print indicating that "revenue stamps were
authorized for postal use by Post Office Notice of 12 October, 1887." Nonetheless, thereby most
British Colonial specialists will no doubt at least be familiar with the designs. The writer has drawn
freely on material from A. Forbin's monumental catalogue (1915) and its forerunner, Walter Morley's
Catalogue of British Colonial Revenues, (1910) for the earlier material. Much of the later material
was painstakingly unearthed by the writer with the formidable and gracious co-operation of the Hon.
David Maynard, American Consul-General at Kingston, Jamaica.

Customs

Morley and Gibbons give 1855 as the date of issue of this series (Type F-2, SG) while Forbin
ascribes 1857 as the date. These stamps were used to collect Customs duty and were affixed' to
the receipts for the duty paid. Apparently they are no longer in use. (Current Customs duty stamps
in other colonies, notably Australia and South Africa are used for Circular and Catalogue mailing
within the Colony from without and are affixed abroad.) The stamp bears the seal of the Colony and
two values were issued; 1%d and 3d:

Judicial

The first series of Judicials appeared on January 1, 1858, and the current series, bearing the
Elizabeth It portrait, appeared in 1955. These stamps are affixed to Court documents, and today are
stored in the Courts after use and by Law thereafter destroyed. They rarely appear on the market
until many years after their issue. Apparently all are not destroyed. The 1858 issue (Type F-3; SG)
is large size, bearing the left profile of Queen Victoria in an oval, with "JAMAICA" at top and the
value in letters across the bottom:

Policy Marine Insurance

These stamps are required by Law to be affixed to contracts for sea insurance, which cover
insurance on the vessel and her cargo. No policy of sea insurance is valid unless duly stamped. The
Jamaican statute is undoubtedly a replica of the Mother Country. The first issue appeared in 1899
and were the Marine policy stamps of Great Britain, overprinted "JAMAICA" in black Roman Caps.
Size 38X45 mm. Pert. 12. No watermark. The design contains a Royal Crown, various floral designs
with the value in letters. All stamps bear a die letter. The colour is ultra of which there are various
shades. The higher values are quite rare, while the lower ones are reasonably priced: 3d, 6d, 9d, 1/-
, 2/, 3/-, 4/-, 5/-, 10/- and 15/-.

Same. But crown is replaced by right profile of Goddess Minerva: 1, 2, 5, 10, and £-50.

1915-55. Mr. Maynard reports an embossed issue printed in London in sheets of 60 and overprinted
"Jamaica" in black. The present Stamp Commissioner advises Mr. Maynard that these stamps have
been the same since 1915, although he admits some possible changes in paper or perforations.
Perf. and wmk. are unknown: 3d, 6d, 9d, 1/-, 1/6, 2/-, 2/6, 3/-, 4/-, 416, 5/-, 6/-, 7/6, 10/-, 15/-, 1, 2, 4,
5, 10, 15, 20, 30, 50, 100 and £500.

Receipt

These stamps are required to be affixed to any writing whereby any money (over a certain
minimum) is acknowledged to have been received, paid or deposited. The only known Jamaica
Receipt: stamp is listed in Gibbons (type F-1). It first appeared in 1865 and bears the left profile of
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Queen Victoria in an oval with a band around the oval bearing the legend "ONE PENNY -JAMAICA
REVENUE".

Impressed Stamps

These stamps are impressed directly on the documents for the uses set forth in the check list. All
these stamps were seen by Mr. Maynard. The writer has a check with the 2d stamp. They have
apparently been in use for some time, but the exact first date of issuance is unknown. The design is
small and oval shaped. The value is in a scroll across the centre, with date plugs in three places
within the design, which consists of various floral ornaments. In the 2d, there is a cross in the centre
of the stamp above the value.

Current Fiscals

Today postage stamps serve both postal and fiscal uses in the Colony. However, we have seen that
there are special fiscals for judicial, policy marine insurance, checks, passports, and liquor lice nses.
The Stamp Commissioner for the Colony further advises that postage and/or embossed stamps can
be used on Customs' papers and receipts. We have no information as to whether or not the Colony
issues separate fiscals for tobacco, cigarettes, perfumes, social security, matches or entertainment.
The writer will be grateful for any correspondence concerning these items.

A Final Note: The above list is undoubtedly incomplete. This fact, to the writer, makes the study and
collection of these stamps, most fascinating. The field is wide open for original work. Perhaps after
reading this little piece, some of you out there may get ambitious. This was clearly the writer's
purpose.

Fiscal Stamps Of Jamaica

The editor has seen in the Judicial Issue CA, and M.C.A., the 1/- brown with the dollar variety.
However, no issues have been seen in the Pineapple series. It is very interesting to see a copy of
the 3d value which has been on sale or available from 1939, with the portrait of Edward VIII in
yellow/purple. This stamp is not used at all and it is extremely difficult even to get the office to show
you a copy. Any collector having any additional items from the listing, the editor would like very
much to have these so as to help in the compiling of the check list.
