REGULATIONS.

PassENGERS.—A¢t intermediate stations a passenger must take his chance of finding
a vacant seat in the coach, and must, if there is a vacancy, then pay his fare to the
contractor’s agent.

The amount for such ticket mu:t be paid in cash, and the ticket must be handed to
the driver or guard of the coach before the passenger take: his seat.

In all cases if a pas<enger intends to leave the coach between stations he must pay
the fare ‘o the next station beyond.

The personal luggage of each passenger is limited to 20 lbs. by weight or 2,000 cubic
inches by size. Any excess must be paid for as freight, and such excess may not exceed
10 Ibs. in weight, cr 1,000 cubic inches in size. Dogs are not allowed to be carried by
motor-van.,
