Jamaica Postal Notices By E. H. Bacon. 

The HE number of the Timbre-Poste for November last, contains a 

review of the Philatelic Society's recently published work on the stamps 

of the British West Indies. The Editor of that Journal is recognised all 

over the world, and justly so, as one of the greatest authorities upon all 

things appertaining to the science of Philately, and our Society may well 

be proud of the highly eulogistic terms in which he speaks of our latest 

catalogue. The review is specially interesting, as the writer gives 

translations in extenso of four important Jamaica postal notices, which 

are not found in my "Preliminary Notes" at the head of the Colony. As I 

stated at page 89 of the catalogue, the only file of the Jamaica Official 

Gazette I could find in this country, commences with the number for June 

3rd 1869, consequently I was unable to furnish any notices of an earlier 

date than this, from that source. Three of the notices translated by Mons. 

Moens were published previous to the year 1869, while the fourth, which 

is dated 1st April, 1879, for some reason or other did not appear in the 

Official Gazette, although it was published in, at any rate, one, if not 

more, of the local newspapers.  

Mons. Moens, in reply to a request I made him, has kindly sent me the 

original copies of the notices he received from Jamaica, which I now 

reproduce here for the benefit of those collectors who may not have seen 

the number of the Timbre-Poste. I have drawn attention to.

GENERAL POST OFFICE, JAMAICA 

8th March, 1780. 

As many inconveniences arise from the miscarriage of letters owing to a loose and 

negligent mode of collecting them at public houses and stores intended to go by men of 

War or merchant ships ... I do therefore ... give notice that in future there will be proper 

cases at this office for the reception cf all letters which will be regularly secured, packed, 

and put in proper bags and under the seal of the G.P.O. be delivered to the masters of such 

ships, who may call for them the evening before they sail, and in failure thereof a boat 

with a responsible person will be in constant readiness of carrying mail bags on board. 

And whereas many letters for Great Britain are frequently put into this office to go by 

different ships, many of which may happen to be duplicates, it is therefore recommended 

to all persons that the name of the ship or vessel they wish the same to go by, may be 

wrote on the corner of each letter, which will be properly attended to, and put into that 

ship's bag accordingly. 

This being the first office for entering ships, etc. coming to this island and, from its 

nature, the proper office of intelligence, the public may have . . . every interesting news 

that can be collected, by a discreet person, constantly attending the several arrivals in Port 

Royal Harbour for that purpose, to be conveyed from thence to this office with all 

possible despatch. And in orderto deter in future any person or persons making or 

interfering with the making any collection of letters ... the following clause of an Act . . . 

9th of Queen Anne is hereafter recited for general information.

A letter not exceeding ½ oz. to be conveyed inland, not exceeding 60 miles, is charged 4d.  

Over 60 miles, and under 100 is charged 6d 

Over 100 miles, and under 200 is charged 8d 

Single rate of Postage from the Kingston Post Office to England, 6d.  

Colonial Newspapers, forwarded to this or any of the British West India Islands, are charged 1d. each, 

if under two ounces weight; and this sum must be prepaid.  

Island or British Newspapers re-posted to any other part of the are charged ½d. each. 

Newspapers posted for Great Britain are charged 1d. each; which must be prepaid.  

Votes or proceedings of the Island Legislature, are allowed to be forwarded through the post office 

either without a cover, or in a cover open at the ends, at the following rates:-  

If not exceeding four ounces, 1d.; and 1d. for every additional four ounces up to sixteen ounces, which 

is the greatest weight of a pamphlet allowed to be forwarded by post. 

Pamphlets printed in the Island, or in Great Britain, or any British Colony, are charged for Island 

postage 1d. per ounce.

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Postage is not charged on votes or proceedings in the Imperial Parliament brought into Jamaica, or of 

the Island Legislature when transmitted to Great Britain. 

An American Steamer occasionally calls at. Kingston, and takes letters for the United States, British 

America, or Great Britain, at a low rate of postage The charge for a half-ounce letter between Kingston 

and New York is 4d., and in the same ratio for increased weight. Letters intended for this steamer 

should have the inland and sea postage paid, and be marked on corner, "Per American Mail Steamer, 

New York." 

 

The Mails for all parts of the Island are closed at the General Office at 3:30 P.M. on Mondays and 

Thursdays and are despatched on the same days at 4 o'clock. The return should arrive Wednesdays and 

Saturdays at 6 A.M. and are delivered to the public at 8:30 A.M. 

Late Letters  on payment of a fine of 3d each are received up to 3.30 P.M. 

When the Mails from England arrive and are sorted they are sent off to all parts of the Island per 

Express Post  and Island Letters are also taken by this Express if posted in time. The Packet return 

Mails are conveyed to Kingston in the same manner.

Indies. 

GENERAL POST OFFICE 

16th April 1858 

1 and 2 é [Of no present value] 

3 The following descriptions of British Postage stamps must henceforth be kept at 

your office for sale to the public, viz. :- 

Sixpenny, Four penny, and Penny stamps. 

4 The Postmaster General has decided that a supply of the above stamps to the 

amount of £2,000 may be forwarded to you by the present mail. This stock of stamps is 

calculated to be sufficient for two months' consumption, and it is intended to send you a 

supply of equal value by the mail on the 17th May. 

                                                
1 The same circular was sent to all the West Indies to which British stamps were supplied. The blanks have been filled in as they were originally inserted 

for the circular addressed to Jamaica. 
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5. The stamps will be accompanied by a Circular é of applying for more at a future 

period. 

6. Your first application for renewal of stock should be made one month after the 

receipt of the first supply and subsequent applications should be made, as a rule, every 

two months. 

7. When a letter addressed to the United Kingdom is posted in Jamaica and British 

Postage Stamps of sufficient value to cover the Postage are affixed to it, such letters must 

be treated precisely as a letter upon which the Postage is paid in money. 

8 and 9 é [Of no present interest]. 

10. All Postage Stamps affixed to letters posted at your office must be carefully 

cancelled by means of the obliterating stamp sent to you herewith. Some black 

composition will also be forwarded to you for this purpose, the use of which must be 

limited to the obliteration of Postage Stamps, and your stock of this composition must 

never be allowed to become low. The Surveyor will furnish a fresh supply when 

necessary. 

11. It is important the distinguishing number and letter introduced into the 

obliterating stamp to be used at your office should be legibly impressed2. 

12. (Was to the effect that previously defaced stamps were not to be used or accepted 

as prepaying postage: and (13) that forged stamps were not to be notified to the Surveyor 

but the letters franked by any forged stamp were not to be delayed through the course of 

post.)

A great number of these bisected penny stamps were on letters addressed to Mr. W. A. Feurtado, 
Chief Clerk, Provost Marshal's Office, Spanish Town : 
SIR, 
. . . Whilst I was Chief Clerk in the Provost Marshal General's Office 
in Spanish Town from 1865-69 I used to receive returns and letters from the Deputy Marshals all over 
the island. Book post packets were ½d. postage from 1861 and as there were no postage stamps in 
use at that time (1861) for less than a penny, the Postmaster gave permission to have the 1d. stamps 
(blue) cut in two, diagonally . . . 
The envelopes and covers bearing my name with stamps on them were delivered over to the Supreme 
Court Office when the Provost Marshal General's Office was abolished in 1872, and these papers I 
understand have lately been disturbed by Stamp Collectors.

I have the honor to submit the Fourth Annual Report on the Post Office Department, being that for the Financial 

Year 1870-71. 

The Nett Revenue Collections for the year amounted to £13,628 16s. 1d. being in excess of those for the periods 

immediately preceding, as shown in the following Comparative Statement:ð

Under the head of Postages in 1870-71 is included the sum of £75 16s. ld. received from the United States' 

Government on account of the Sea Postage Gratuity of seven cents. per half ounce Rate, payable on 

Correspondence conveyed by the Vessels of the Pacific Steam Navigation Company between New-York and this 

island, under their Contract with the Government of Jamaica. That payment covered the Gratuities due to 

Jamaica on Mails conveyed to and fro from the commencement of the Contract on 5th February, until the 15th 

June inclusive. Up to the 30th September, a further sum of £47 12s. 6d. accrued. The postal value of the 

Correspondence conveyed under this Contract may be placed at £265 per annum (including the additional 

Communication with Colon), to which must be added a further sum of £180, being for Sea Postage Gratuities 

payable as above by the United States' Government. Estimated Annual, Value of Correspondence, £445. A 

permanent Contract would cause that Estimate to be considerably exceeded. 

The United Kingdom's proportion of Packet Postages having rested at £3,145 8s. somewhat under its estimated 

value, the major part of the Increased Revenue noted must be Credited to Inland Correspondence. 

The Money Orders, payable in the United Kingdom, issued during the year were 4,805 in number, and amounted 

to £34,053 14s. 9d. The issue of the United Kingdom, payable in Jamaica, amounted to £861 9s. 11d. and 

numbered. 243. The sum of £407 4s. 2d. was passed to the Credit of Jamaica on Money Order Commission 

Account. 

The Expenditure of the Department for the year is placed in the Office Records at £13,567 3 0 

From which however should be deducted for purpose of comparison, the sum of £724 19 6½ 

Being for Remittance to United Kingdom on account of Postages proper to the 

preceding year. 

 

Total Expenditure 1870-71 £12,842 3 5½ 

Under the Head of Conveyance of Mails there appears an increase of £132 18 5 

owing principally to new arrangements which had to be effected in the Service between Kingston and Plantain 

Garden River, and to the establishment of Post Offices at Lilliput" (in the Gully District) on the borders of 

Manchester and St. Elizabeth, and at "Clark's Town," in the Swanswick District of the Parish of Trelawny. On 

the other hand; a re-arrangement of the Mail Service between Dry Harbour, Brown's Town, and Stewart Town, 

enabled the Department to afford that District greatly increased facilities at a merely nominal cost. 

The Establishment of a new Post Office at Clarks' Town, and the re-opening of the Bluefields and Lilliput 
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Offices, together with an addition to the Salary of the Postmaster of Old Harbour, on account of increased duties, 

also swelled the Expenditure under head of Salaries. 

In the General Expenditure an item of £11 8s. appears, being for the purchase of a Boat for the transport of Mails 

across the Dry River, Clarendon, during rainy seasons, the erection of a boat shed, and other expenses incident to 

its establishment. 

It may not be uninteresting to note a few facts with reference to the conveyance of Mails. -- In the first place, 

with respect to the Ordinary Inland Mails.ðThe total number of miles travelled annually amounts to two 

hundred and forty-five thousand eight hundred and fifty-six, of which seventy-seven thousand and sixty-four are 

covered during the night. 

The Packet Mails give an additional Service of 29,856 

Total Miles travelled per annum 275,712 

 

The rates of speed vary from seven to three miles an hour,, and the rates of payment for such Services are from 

8½d. to 1d. per mile travelled. The Country Mails despatched from and received at the General Post Office

The Estimates taken unfortunately did not include the weight of Packet Correspondence. 

The average weight of a Letter may be stated at about one-third of an ounce; of a Book Packet at eight ounces; of 

an Inland Newspaper at one ounce; and of a Packet Newspaper at three ounces. 

The number of Registered Letters received at and despatched from the General Post Office during the year, 

wasð

Total Number 20,316 dealt with at the General Post Office. 

 

The Letters, duly registered, bear however but small proportion to the number of Unregistered Letters, 

containing value, which are transmitted through the Post Office. Letters containing value to the extent of £338 

3s. 9d. having been refused, or being unclaimed, found their way into the Returned Letter Branch during the 

year, and were, in due course, restored to their respective Writers. It is much to be regretted that the public 

prefer, apparently as a matter of calculation, to send Letters, containing considerable sums of money, 

Unregistered rather than pay the small additional charge of fourpence to save the risk from which Registration 

would guard them. The Law, as the public is well aware, declares that the Department shall not be responsible in 

a pecuniary point of view for the safe conveyance of a Registered Letter any more than for that of an ordinary 

Letter. Nevertheless, when on investigation it appears that a Registered Letter has really been lostðthat there is 

no reasonable doubt that its contents were what they were described to be, and were of moderate amount, and 

that the person in fault is an officer of the Post Office, it has been the practice of the Department to cause the 

amount to be made good. The exclusive privilege of the Post Office does not extend to the conveyance of 

money, nor indeed to anything- but Letters. In France the posting of an Unregistered. Letter, containing money 

or other valuable article, is (or at any rate was until recently) treated as a penal offence. In Jamaica the Post 

Office Law, 

ñNo. 18 of 1868, provides, that any Letter or thing "markd Registered, or containing value, posted without 

having been duly registered, is liable to a Registration Fee of eight pence." That authority is, when possible, 

carried into operation, the impounded Letter being treated in all other respects as though it had been duly 

registered. 

The system of registration provides almost absolute security. The arrangements of the Department afford the 

means of tracing, when necessary, every Registered Letter from its posting to its delivery. 

It is commonly asserted that to Register a Letter is simply to draw attention to the fact, that such Letter is worth 

stealing, to guard against. That the contrary is the fact may be gathered from the Records of the Department, 

which do not disclose a single instance during the period under review in which a Registered Letter has 

miscarried. 

The neglect to register a Letter containing Money or Other valuable may be almost termed criminal while the 

temptation offered, both to the Servants of the Department and to other persons, through whose hands such 

Letter must pass, is taken into consideration. The public are also careless of their own interests regard to the 
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manner of posting, many Letters being posted open or insufficiently closed. Every Registered Letter, and indeed 

every Letter whose contents are of value, should be carefully fastened. 

In the opinion of the practical Officers of the Imperial Department, the most effectual mode is first, to wafer the 

Letter and then to seal it with wax, care being taken in a hot climate, to use the kind of wax prepared for the 

purpose. 

The number of Valentines posted on or about the 14th February, 1871, at the General Post Office amounted to 

one thousand five hundred and eighty-two, as against one thousand two hundred and ninety-five in the previous 

year and one thousand one hundred and sixty seven in the year before that. 

The Records of the Returned Letter Branch shew that during the year one thousand three hundred and seventy 

one Letters were returned to the United Kingdom, and to places abroad, as Unclaimed or Refused, of which eight 

hundred and eighty-nine were unpaid to the amount of £25 14s. 7d. Out of two thousand four hundred and thirty-

one Newspapers returned in like manner, there were two thousand three hundred and thirty-three unpaid, upon 

which £10 3s. 3d. had been charged. These amounts would, in due course, be credited to Jamaica in the 

Accounts with the Imperial Department. 

Of Inland Letters Refused or Unclaimed- 

2606 were reposted to writers resident in Kingston 

5157 were reposted to writers resident in the Country. 

7763 Total of Letters reposted to writers. 

 

The total loss to the Revenue on Unclaimed Letters and Newspapers amounted to £59 7s. l1d. Among the 

Unclaimed or Refused Letters there were seventy-one, containing value to the aggregate amount of £338 3s. 9d. 

which had not been registered. 

These were carefully returned to the respective writers. 

The Postage on Letters, &c. to certain Foreign places having to be paid in advance, an insufficient prepayment 

obliges the Department to detain and return any such Letter to the writer, involving the writer not only 

annoyance but perhaps loss and the Department in the disagreeable duty of opening private Correspondence. The 

latter evil would be avoided in most cases if merchants and others were to make use of Envelopes with their 

Names and Address embossed or impressed thereon. 

The Table of Postages recently issued by the Department affords accurate information for public guidance. 

In conclusion I have to submit herewith the customary Returns for the Financial Year now under review.

The Lieutenant-Governor is this day pleased, by and with the advice 

and consent of his Privy Council, to direct that, on and after the first day of April, 1877, POST CARDS may be sent by post between 

places within Jamaica upon the following conditions :- 

Post Cards, with an Impressed Stamp denoting their face value, shall be issued by the Postmaster for Jamaica; and the Cards so 

issued, and no others, shall be deemed to be Post Cards, within the meaning of this order. 

The address, and nothing else, shall be written, printed, or otherwise impressed on the side of the Post Card which bears the Post 

Office Stamp and Instructions, and no part of the address shall be written, printed, or otherwise impressed across such Stamp. 

Anything (including a Letter, or Communication in the nature of a Letter), may be written, printed, or otherwise impressed on 

the Reverse Side of the Post Card. 

Nothing whatever shall be in any manner attached to a Post Card, nor shall a Post card be cut, or folded, or otherwise altered. 

In case any one of the required conditions has not been fulfilled the Card will be charged at Letter Rates of Postage. 

And the LIEUTENANT-GOVERNOR is further pleased, with the advice aforesaid, to order that the Rate of Postage upon such 

Inland Post Cards shall be as under :- 

For a Post Card Posted for Town or 

Office Delivery. 
}  One Half Penny 

For a Post Card to be conveyed any 

distance within the Colony. 
}  One Penny 

And that such Rate shall not be payable either in whole or in part by adhesive Stamps, but only as aforesaid.

At the same date as the Inland postcards were issuedð1st April, 1877ðJamaica was admitted into óThe General Postal Union,ô 

and a card of the value of three pence was required for use between Countries in the Union. As it was impossible to get the cards 

from England by the required date, all three values had to be obtained in the Island ; and as Messrs. De la Rue and Co.'s cards did not 

arrive until November of that year, several printings of these provisional cards took place. Mr. G. H. Pearce informs me that those 

with frame of ólozengesô were supplied from the Government Printing Office, in the General Penitentiary, and that those with the 

floriate pattern border were procured from Mr. George Henderson, the then Government printer. He further tells me the number of

1 Apr 1879; UPU Postal Treaty [Bacon 1891, Agreed 1 Jun 1878]  
Bacon notes: 

A new Postal Convention, constituting the óUniversal Postal Union,ô was signed at Paris, on the 1st June, 1878, for the revision 

of the Treaty of Berne, which had previously established the ñGeneral Postal Union.ò The new Convention, which came into force on 

the 1st April, 1879, made many alterations; amongst others, the issue of postcards for countries in the Union, instead of being 

optional, was made compulsory, and the rate was reduced from three pence to three halfpence. No card of the latter value being 

available, the three penny card of Messrs. De la Rue and Co.'s make, was surcharged, in the Island, with the necessary alterations. 

This surcharged card continued in use for over four years, as it was not until June 16th, 1883, that the new one, ordered from 

England, was issued.

TARIFF FOR INLAND TELEGRAMS. 

The charge for Telegrams throughout Jamaica is 1s. for the first twenty words, and 3d. for every additional five words, i.e., for 

every additional group of not more than five words, the names and addresses of the sender and receiver not being counted. 

TELEGRAPH STAMPS. 

Distinctive Telegraph Stamps of the values of One Shilling and Three Pence are issued for the payment of the charges on 

Telegrams. Postage Stamps are not accepted in payment of Telegrams, nor are Telegraph Stamps accepted in payment of Postage. 

Telegraph Stamps are not purchased from the public at Post Offices, nor can they be exchanged for Postage Stamps. Telegrams must 

be stamped before they can be accepted for transmission, and Telegrams will not be received unless so stamped. 

RECEIPTS. 

Receipts for the charges on Telegrams can be obtained at a cost of 3d. each. 

TELEGRAM FORMS. 
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Inland Telegram Forms are of two kinds, namely, the óA. 1.ô Form embossed with a stamp of the value of 1s., and the óAô Form 

given gratis with no stamp embossed thereon. The óA. 1.ô Forms, bound up into books of 20 forms interleaved and with a sheet of 

carbonic paper, price £1 0s. 3d each book, can be obtained on application to the Head Office. 

Bacon states: 
There are altogether 35 clauses of the above Rules, but there is no reason for reproducing the remainder here. 

21 Jan 1881; Registration Envelopes [Gazette 17 Feb 1881 / B acon 1891]  
Bacon notes: 

Registration Envelopes were first issued on January 1st, 1881, at the General Post Office. Contrary to the usual custom, these 

envelopes bear no stamp upon the flap, and there is nothing in the inscription on the face to denote that they emanate from this 

Colony. Precisely similar envelopes were issued for use in Turks Islands the same year, so it is necessary to have postmarked copies 

to prove which Island they were used in. 

 

REGISTERED LETTERS. 

General Post Office, 21st January, 1881. 

By Law the Post Office is not liable, for the loss of any Registered Letter or of its 

contents, but in order to meet the requirements of the Postal Union Treaty the Postmaster 

for Jamaica will be prepared to make good the contents of a Registered Letter lost while 

passing through the Post to the extent of Two Pounds, in certain cases:- 

Provided. 

That the sender duly observed all the conditions of Registration required. 

That the Letter was securely enclosed in a reasonably strong Envelope; and, if it 

contained money, that it was enclosed in one of the special Registered Letter Envelopes, 

approved by the Post Office for the purpose. 

That application was made to the Postmaster for Jamaica immediately the loss was 

discovered. (When the complaint is that the contents of a letter have been abstracted the 

envelope must accompany the application, otherwise the question cannot be entertained.) 

That the Postmaster for Jamaica (whose decision shall be final) is satisfied that the 

loss occurred while the letter was in the custody of the Jamaica Post Office, and was not 

caused by any fault on the part of the sender. 

The approved Registered Letter Envelopes are of two sizes. 

Size G - 6 inches by 3¾ inches. Price ½d. each or 5d. per dozen. 

Size H - 8 inches by 5 inches. Price ¾d. each or 7d. per dozen. 

These envelopes can be obtained at the General Post Office and will be delivered 

Post Free at the prices stated.

7. In connection with the falling off in the revenue from "Postages" I would also add that on the 1st 

May last the "scale of progression" on Inland Letters exceeding one ounce in weight was altered 

and made to be by the single rate of half an ounce rather than by the double rate of one ounce. This 

alteration was made under the terms of the "Post Office Law Amendment Law of 1886," which also 

altered the surcharges on wholly unpaid and insufficiently prepaid correspondence, to the extent of 

making any Inland Letter, Newspaper or Book-packet liable, if wholly unpaid, to double the 

ordinary rate of postage, and, if partially prepaid, to double the amount of the deficient postage.

The Postage and Revenue Stamp Law, 1887 
[6th October, 1887.] 

 
WHEREAS it is desirable to make Postage Stamps available for denoting payment of Revenue Stamp 
Duties payment of which may be denoted by Adhesive Stamps, and also to make Revenue Stamps available 
for Postage purposes, and also to provide that, as from time to time stamp plates get worn out, new Stamps 
shall be provided that shall be available for either Postage or Revenue purposes, and also to make further 
provision respecting,, the custody, issue and use, of Adhesive Stamps:- 
Be it enacted by the Governor and Legislative Council of Jamaica, as follows: -- 
 
1- From and after the passing of this Law, any Stamps of the pattern heretofore in use for expressing, 

and denoting payment of rates or duties of Postage, and issued by the Treasurer and Commissioner 
of Stamps under and pursuant to the Provisions of Law 18 of 1868, may be also lawfully used for 
expressing and denoting payment, to the amount expressed by the same, of any Stamp Duties 
payment of which may be lawfully expressed and denoted by Adhesive Stamps; and any Stamps of 
the pattern heretofore in use, and issued under the Provisions of Law 33 of 1868 for expressing and 
denoting payment of the Stamp Duties imposed by the said Law, may be also lawfully used for 
expressing and denoting payment, to the amount expressed by the same, of rates and duties of 
Postage. 

2- It shall be lawful for the Governor, as from time to time the same shall be needed, to cause to be 
provided proper and sufficient Adhesive Stamps, of such denomination or denominations, according to 
the value of the same, as may from time to time be required, and of such size, pattern and colour, as 
he may determine, for the purpose of expressing and denoting payment, as well of the rates or duties 
of Postage, as of any other Duties payment of which is by any Law required or allowed to be denoted 
by the use of Adhesive Stamps. 

3- All Adhesive Stamps, whether provided for Postage or for Revenue, or for Postage and Revenue 
purposes, shall be kept in the custody of the Treasurer and the Commissioner of Stamps, who shall 
from time to time, subject to such Regulations as may from time to time be made by the Governor, 
issue the same to the Postmaster for Jamaica or the Commissioner of Stamps. The Treasurer and 
Commissioner of Stamps shall cause a separate account to be kept of all Stamps received and issued 
respectively under the Provisions of this Law. 

5-- Nothing- in Section 7 of Law 38 of 1872 shall be deemed to apply to letters stamped with Adhesive 
Stamps for the purpose of denoting payment of Postage Duty; on the contrary, if anything, shall have

Regulations relating to the Issue and Payment of Postal Orders within Jamaica. 

1. Every Postal-Order shall be for one of the following amounts, and in respect 

thereof the following Commission shall be paid:  

Amount. Commission. 

Sixpence Halfpenny 

One Shilling Halfpenny 

One Shilling and Sixpence Halfpenny 

Two Shillings and Sixpence Halfpenny 

Five Shillings One-penny 

Ten Shillings Two pence. 

2. Postal-Orders will only be issued at a Post-Office, and will be payable only at the 

Treasury., Kingston, or at any Parochial Treasury in the Island. 

3. Postal-Orders will, however, he cashed by any District Postmaster or by any 

Assistant Collector of Taxes (subject to these Regulations) when their respective offices 

are open; and, provided, that they have sufficient funds for that purpose They will also be 

accepted in payment of Taxes or other Public Dues, whenever they have been filled up for 

payment at the Treasury of the Parish in which such Dues are being paid. 

4. Before a Postmaster issues a Postal-Order, the amount of the Order and the 

Commission thereon shall be paid to him, and he shall sign the Order and stamp it with 

the Office-Dated-Stamp, specifying the day of the month in which the Order is issued. 

5. The amount of a Postal-Order, and the Commission thereon, must be paid to the 

Postmaster is Cash; Postage-Stamps will not be accepted in payment for Postal-Orders; 

but Postage-Stamps may, however, be affixed to a Postal-Order to an amount not 

exceeding five-pence for the purpose of increasing to that extent the value of such Postal-

Order. Any Stamps in excess of that amount which may be affixed to a Postal-Order will 

not be redeemed by the Paying Officer 

6. Each Postal-Order shall be printed on such paper and in such characters and with 

such distinctive marks, whether on the face of it or in the paper or otherwise; and the 

amount of the Commission shall be denominated by means of such stamp or mark as the 

Postmaster for Jamaica under the authority of the Governor shall, from time to time, 

direct. 

7. The blanks in a Postal-Order for the name of the person entitled to the money (in 

these Regulations referred to as the Payee), and for the name of the Treasury at which it is 

to be paid may be fined in before or after issue 

8. If the blanks are not filled in before issue, the, person to whom the Order is issued. 

must before parting with it, fill in the name of the Payee and may fill in the name, of the 

Treasury at which the amount is to be paid 

9. The Payee must sign the receipt at the foot of the Order and must also fill in the 

name of the Treasury if that has not already been done. 

10. No alteration call be made in the name of the Payee or the Treasury when once 

filled in except by the direction of the, Chief Treasurer.

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11. When a Postal-Order is presented for payment, otherwise than through a Banker, 

the Paying Officer shall require the receipt for the amount of the Order to be first signed 

and may refuse payment until he is satisfied that it is signed by or under the authority of 

the person appearing to be the Payee. 

12. He may also, if the receipt is not signed in his presence. take reasonable means to 

satisfy himself that the person presenting the Order is either the Payee or his Agent. 

13. He shall also require the person presenting the Order to sign his none on the 

Order before its payment, although the receipt has already been signed. 

14. Nevertheless the signature to the receipt shall, in all be cases, be a sufficient 

authority to the Paying Officer for the payment of the amount of the Order if that 

signature purports to be the signature of the Payee, and it shall not be necessary to prove 

that the receipt was signed by or under the authority of the Payee. 

15. A Postal-Order may be crossed. It may be crossed generally by the addition on its 

face of the words "and Company," or any abbreviation thereof, between two parallel 

transverse lines thus: "========== & Co." or of two parallel transverse lines simply. It 

may be crossed specially by the addition on its face of the name of a Banker, in which 

case the Order shall be deemed to be crossed to that Banker. 

16. A Postal-Order which is crossed generally may also be crossed specially. 

17. A Banker to whom a Postal-Order is crossed may again cross it specially to 

another Banker as his Agent fox collection. 

18. Where a Postal-Order is crossed generally the Paying Officer shall refuse to pay 

it except to a Banker. 

19. Where a Postal-Order is crossed specially, the Paying Officer shall refuse to pay 

it except to the Banker to whom it is crossed or his Agent for collection. 

20. Where a Postal-Order is crossed specially to more than one Banker, except when 

crossed to an Agent for the purpose of collection, the Paying Officer shall refuse payment 

thereof. 

21. If a Postal-Order which is crossed, whether generally or specially, is presented 

for payment by or through a Banker with the name of such Banker written or stamped 

upon the face thereof, that name may be accepted as a sufficient receipt for the amount of 

the Order and the Order may be paid without any other receipt. 

22. Provided, that when the Order is crossed specially to a second Banker as Agent 

for collection the name of such second Banker, written or stamped upon the face of the 

Order, may be accepted as a receipt under this Regulation. 

23 An Order which is crossed generally or specially if presented fox payment by or 

through a Banker may be pail at any Treasury in Jamaica, notwithstanding that the blank 

has been filled in with the name of some particular Treasury. 

24. After the expiration of three months from the last day of the month in which any 

such Order is issued the Order shill be payable only on payment, in the manner for the 

time being directed by the Chief Treasurer, of a commission equal to the amount of the 

original Commission, with the addition (if more than three months have elapsed since the 

said expiration) if the amount of the original Commission for any further period of three 

months which has so elapsed and for any portion of any such period of three months over 

and above any complete period. 

25. A Postal-Order will be payable luring the hours for the time being appointed for 

public business at the Office at which it is presented for payment. 

26. If a Postal-Order presented for payment has any erasure or alteration, or is cut, 

defaced or mutilated, the Paying Officer may refuse payment and refer the person 

presenting it to the Chief Treasurer. 

27. Payment of a Postal-Order may he refused or be delayed, but the Paying Officer 

shall immediately report the cause thereof to the Chief Treasurer. 

28. Upon paying a Postal-Order the Paying Officer; shall immediately place in the 

space provided for that purpose an impression of his Office Stamp specifying the date of 

payment, and thereby cancel the Order; but such cancellation must only be done at the 

several Treasuries. A Posta1-Order which may he cashed by a District Postmaster, an 

Assistant Collector of Taxes, or be received in payment of Taxes or other Public Dues, 

shall not be so stamped by them or either of them, as it will not be considered to have 

been paid until it has been presented, accepted, and dealt with, as before directed at the 

Treasury at which it is made payable.

5. Official Postage Stamps are only available for the prepayment of postage by 

Heads of Departments or other Public Functionaries.

New Powers to be Given The Governor. 

AN IMPORTANT BILL  

Amendments to be Made to Post Office law. 

INSUFFICIENCY OF PAYMENTS 
The following is the full text of a bill to amend the Post Office Law of 1908 which has been introduced to the Legislative 

Council: 
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Be it enacted he the Governor and Legislative Council of Jamaica as follows:ð 

1ðThis Law may be cited as The Post Office Amendment Law 1910, and shall be read as one with Law 51, of 1908, hereinafter 

called the Principal Law. 

2ðSections 5 and 23 of the Principal Law are hereby repealed. 

3 ï The words óprocess ;proceedingô occurring in 3 of section 7 of the Principal Law are hereby repealed and in place and stead 

thereof the words óprocess or proceedingsô  substituted. 

4ðSections 8 and 9 of the Principal. Law are hereby repealed and in place and stead thereof  the following sections substituted 

8ðIt shall be lawful for the Governor with the advice and consent of the Privy Council to settle and from this to time vary and 

alter the rates for Mail letters, parcels, books, book-packets and newspapers. Provided that until varied or altered as aforesaid the 

several rates of inland postage specified in Schedule A to this Law annexed, shall be payable and demandable on all letters, 

newspapers, parcels and book-packets passing through the Post Office this Island. 

9. (I.) The postages on all letters. and newspapers not intended to be sent out of this Island passing through the Post Offices, or 

posted at, to be delivered from any Post Office shall ne prepaid by adhesive postage stamps of a value equal to the amount of postage 

chargeable thereon respectively. 

(II) Where the postage on any letter, newspaper or book-packet shall not be duly prepaid. double the Postage or deficient 

postage thereon shall be paid by the person to whom the same shall be addressed before the delivery thereof  to him, and  in, case of 

the refusal of such person to  receive the same and to pay such double postage or deficient postage, or if he cannot he found, such 

double postage or deficient postage, and costs (if  any), shall  be recovered from the sender in like manner as duties of postage are 

recovered under section 56 of the Principal Law. 

(III.)The postage on all parcels not intended to be sent out of this Island, passing through the Post Office, or posted, at, to be 

delivered from any Post Office, shall be pre-pay by adhesive postage stamps of a value equal to the amount of postage chargeable 

thereon respectively.  Provided that no parcel shall be forwarded by the post, unless the same shall be prepaid as aforesaid. 

6ðThe provision of sub-section. 1 of section 24 of the Principal Law shall not apply to foreign parcel.

Rules and Regulations made by the Governor of Jamaica 

under Section 52 of the Post Office Law, 1908, for the 

guidance of the Post Office in Jamaica. 

1. No person under 16 years of age, or who has been dismissed from 

the public service, shall be eligible for employment in the Post Office. 

A Postmaster becoming insolvent or involved in his circumstances 

must at once report the fact to the Postmaster for Jamaica. 

Postmasters and 

Assistants 

2. A Postmaster must not delegate the performance of any of his duties 

to any person other than his duly qualified assistant. 

 

3. A Postmaster must not permit any unauthorised person to have 

access to the Post Office, and he must not open or make up mails on 

the counter of a store or other exposed place, where it would be 

possible for any person to examine or remove the contents of the 

mails. 

 

4. No Postmaster is to leave his district, or permit his regularly 

employed assistant to do so, without having first obtained permission. 

When leave of absence is applied for the name of some competent 

substitute must be submitted. 

 

5. Any Postmaster may be called upon to undertake the Office hours 

duties of Registrar of Births and Deaths. He will be paid at the rate of 

sixpence for each entry. 

Office hours 

6. Each District Post Office must be kept open to the public from 7 

a.m to 5 p.m every day, except on Sundays, or in accordance with 

special instructions. 

 

7. In case of the arrival, after office hours and before 9 p.m. of a mail 

of which the public have been accustomed to an immediate delivery, 

the Post Office must be kept open for delivery of letters, &c., for not 

less than 30 minutes after the mails have been checked, during which 

time Stamps and Postal Orders must be sold to the public. Registered 

letters and parcels must not be received from the public after 5 p.m. 

 

8. When an office is closed to the public it must be closed to all 

persons alike. 

 

9. When a Postmaster desires to he relieved of his appointment he 

must give three full months notice of his intention to resign [ending 

truncated] 

Transfer of 

Office 

Items 10 to 151 missing  

[beginning missing] In cases where the person to whom a registered 

packet is delivered cannot write, he must make his mark in the book 

and the delivery must be witnessed by a third party unconnected with 

the Post Office. 

 

These precautions are intended to protect the public as well as the Post 

Office, and a Postmaster must exercise discretion in their execution, so 

that a correct delivery may be speedily effected. 

 

152. The holder of a private letter bag may, if he desires, have any 

registered packets to his address forwarded in his bag, in which case 

the Postmaster must forward with the letter the special receipt book 

provided, and must on the re-turn of the bag see that the receipt is duly 

signed. Should the book not be signed, or not returned, he must at once 
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communicate with the holder of the bag. 

When a registered packet is forwarded in the manner described the 

Postmaster should call upon a second party to witness its enclosure in 

the bag, which must be locked in the presence of the witness. 

 

153. Packets received in a private letter bag for registration must be 

treated as if they were tendered at the office window, and the receipt 

must be forwarded in the bag on its return. Persons who are in the 

habit of forwarding letters, etc., in a private letter bag for registration, 

must be requested to put them under cover to the Postmaster. 

 

154. No charge must be made for registration of letters, etc., to or from 

Public Departments and officials who are entitled to send and receive 

their correspondence free. 

 

155. Soldiers and seamen in the Army and Navy are entitled to 

send and receive private letters at the rate of ½d. each on the following 

conditions:ð 

a. The letter must not exceed ½ oz. in weight. In case it exceeds I 

oz it must be charged ordinary rates of  postage. 

b. The name and grade of the soldier or seaman, and the name of 

the regiment, corps, ship, &c., to which he belongs, must be fully 

stated in the direction of the letter, and in the case of a soldier or 

seaman, the signature of the officer commanding with the name of his 

command must be affixed to such letter. 

Thusð 

(1) From A.B., Sergeant &c. Regt  

(Here insert direction of the letter). 

C.D., Colonel (or other commanding officer) Regt... 

(2) To A.B. 

Private (or corporal, &c.) Regt  

(Here the direction to be finished). 

c. When the letter is addressed to the United Kingdom or to any 

British Colony or Protectorate to which the penny postage scheme 

applies, the postage is 1d. per oz. 

d. The postage must be prepaid, otherwise double the rate must be 

charged. 

e. Letters may be forwarded, subject to these conditions to any 

foreign country, but subject also to the payment of such foreign or 

transit rate as may be charged thereon. 

f. All registered letters under these regulations must bear the 

usual registration fee. 

g. Any mail matter, other than letters sent to or from soldiers or 

seamen must be charged the ordinary rates of postage. 

Soldiers and 

Seamanôs letters 

156. Postmasters are required to transmit to the Head Office the 

following returns, all of which must bear an impression of the office 

date stamp :ð 

1. Dead Letter ReturnðBy first post in each week. 

2. Monthly Bye Letter Voucher 

3. Monthly Account, in duplicate ( By first post in each 

4. Monthly Parcel Post Return month. 

5. Monthly Postal Order Return 

Accounts and 

Returns 

157. On the monthly Bye Letter Voucher must be entered the total 

amounts of postages, paid and unpaid, received from and sent to each 

corresponding office, these totals being copied from the totals in the 

books of " Mails " received and sent. The names of all corresponding 

offices must be entered on the sheet. 

The totals of missent and redirected claims, also of dead letter claims, 

for the month must be entered on the sheet. 

 

158. The monthly account must be prepared in duplicate, on the 

evening of the last day of the month; both copies must be forwarded to 

the Accountant by the first post on the first day of each month. 

 

All returns and vouchers which must support all entries for 

expenditure, salary and poundage, must be enclosed with the account. 

They must all bear an impression of the office date stamp. 

Receipted vouchers for £2 and over must bear a 1d. stamp, duly 

cancelled with a pen. 

After the monthly accounts have been examined, one copy, showing 

corrections, if any, in red ink, will be returned to the Postmaster. 

Copies of the accounts must be kept at each Post Office for a period of 

six months. 

 

159. If an office which has a private letter bag is transferred, the 

outgoing Postmaster must take credit on the account for his share of 
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the fee at the rate of 5s. 3d. per quarter. 

160. All cash collections must be remitted to the Parochial Treasurer at 

least once a week, if the sum in exceeds one pound. 

Fractional parts of a pound must not be remitted, each remittance 

being in an even number of pounds. Remittance envelopes must be 

sealed with the office seal and duly registered. The contents must be 

so packed, by wrapping in paper, that the money cannot move about. 

Remittances 

161. A remittance must be made immediately if the cash in hand 

amounts to ten ponuds, and Postmasters must remit the full number of 

even pounds in their office cash. 

Private cheques are only to be taken at the personal risk of the

By Virtue of the powers conferred on me by Section 8 of Law 51 of 1908, I the 

Governor of Jamaica, with the advice and consent of the Privy Council, do, with the 

purpose of collecting as a special War Contribution the sum of one half penny on each 

letter and postcard in addition to the amounts hitherto payable, vary and settle the rates as 

set out hereunder.  The schedule of the rates of inland postage in the schedule of Law 14 

of 1910 is varied so that in respect of Letters and Postcards the rates shall be the 

following- 

Letters - for the first ounce or fractional part thereof - 1½d 

For each ounce of fractional part thereof after the first ounce - 1d 

Postcards - single - 1d 

Reply paid - 2d 

These changes shall have effect as from the 1st day of April, 1916, and shall last 

until the 31st March, 1917.

Little or no drop at all in the present volume of airmail carried from: the island is expected to follow the recent increase of 2d an 

ounce in the rates, according to Mr, R. H. Fletcher, Postmaster for Jamaica. The increase takes effect from to-morrow.  

The amount carried, Mr. Fletcher points out, had remained remarkably steady since the inception of the airmail service on 

December 10, 1930, showing virtually an equal month by month fluctuation, with a surprising increase in September last, and 

remaining round this higher figure since then. Personal and business airmail matter share nearly equal proportions in the amount 

carried, Mr. Fletcher added; and he went on to say that the time saved by this means of postal transportation will amply repay 

business houses In particular for the new rates. These rates, said Mr. Fletcher, necessarily are only temporary. That is to say, that, just 

as soon as the exchange rate between the pound and the dollar are equalized so will the rates in airmail postage be brought down to 

meet that equalization. The Postmaster emphasised that the increase was caused purely by the present decreased value of the £, which 

has caused Caribbean Airways considerable loss for several months past in view of fact that their agreement with Pan America 

Airways is based on value of the £ at $4.84, at which figure Caribbean Airways have to make good their payments to P.A.A. as 

carriers of the mail. Pan-America Airways, of course are not affected by this increase in rates, other than if there should be a large 

drop in volume. However, no matter the quantity carried they still will be paid at the agreed rate of $4 a pound.

THE TELEGRAPH LAW 

(Cap. 246) 

THE TELEGRAPH (AMENDMENT) RULES, 1948 

In exercise of the powers conferred upon the Governor in Executive Council by section. 7 of the 

Telegraph Law the following rules made on the 16th day of December, 1948, by the Postmaster 

General under section 7 of the said Law are hereby approved:ð 

¶ These Rules may be cited as the Telegraph (Amendment) Rules, 1948, and shall be read and 

construed as one with the Telegraph Rules, .1983, (hereinafter called the principal Rules) and all 

amendments thereto and shall come into operation on the 10th day of January, 1949. 

¶ Paragraph 1 of rule 1 of the principal Rules is hereby amended by the deletion of the word 

"ninepence" from the third line of the rule and by the substitution therefor of the words "one 

shilling".

Transport Cost Keeps Air Mail Rates Up 

A former resident here, now living in Honolulu, recently addressed a letter to the Postmaster 

General of Jamaica, protesting the "exorbitant rate" of airmail postage between Jamaica and 

Honolulu. capital of Hawaii, and enquiring the cause. A copy of the letter was received by the 

Gleaner. 

The letter said that the airmail rate from Honolulu to Jamaica is ten cents per half ounce, whereas 

the rate from Jamaica to Honolulu three shillings for the same weight. It also further pointed out 

that the airmail rate from Jamaica to the United States is 8d per half ounce, whilst the rate from the 

U.S. to Hawaii, which is a part of United States territory is so much more. 

Uniform Rates 

The answer, as given by a postal official, here, is that the United States maintains a uniform airmail 

postal rate in all United States territory, no matter how far removed from the continental United 

States. Thus, an airmail letter from New York to Kingston, costs the same as one from New York to 

Honolulu thousands of miles out in the Pacific. 

Most countries determine their Airmail rates by calculating the cost of the actual air transport of 

mail plus their usual postal rates. 

In the case of Jamaica, for instance, a letter to Brazil or the Argentine costs 8d per half ounce, the 

same rate as a letter to New York. The distance to South America is of course, much greater. 

There is, however, so great a volume of mail to the United States that the authorities there are able 
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to strike an average and make the same charge to South America absorbing the higher cost of air 

transport to South America in the saving from mail to the United States. Great Britain does the same 

thing. 

In the case of a letter from Jamaica to Hawaii the air transport rates are very high, as it involves 

trans-shipment from New York to San Francisco, and from San Francisco to Hawaii. Jamaican 

authorities have not yet worked out a way to absorb, through another channel the high cost of 

forwarding the very few letters from this country to Hawaii. The Gleaner was informed that, if this 

proved possible in the future, it would be implemented without delay.

By orders published in the Jamaica Gazette yesterday new Postage rates recently announce as coming into force on October 2nd 

ï Monday ï to provide additional revenue for Government will be put into effect as from that date. 

The orders cover not only the rates recently announced for inland letters; newsprint and parcels ð most important of which 

raises the fee on ordinary letters from penny half-penny to twopence and an registered local letters from 3d  to 4d ï but makes new 

rates for foreign letters and parcel post to destinations all over the world. 

Gift parcels from Jamaica for instance will be increased in postage rates, not on October 2, but on November 1 going up from 

the lowest figure of 1/5d to 1/8d and from the highest rate of 6/- at present to 7/3d. Other increases in postage rates, which will come 

into effect on November 1; cover imperial and foreign surface mail, postcard and other mail and oversees parcel rates throughout the 

world. 

Part of the revenue accruing from these increased rata will go to meet increased service and carriage changes and part will 

accrue to general revenue to meet new proposed commitments by Government.
